We hosted 140 people from 6 countries, had 17 different seminars on the exposition of the Scripture and on church leadership, 1,040 meals were served, more than 100 sets of MP3 CDs of the conference were produced and there were countless conversations regarding God’s holy Word.

What is more exciting is the overall positive response to all that has been taught at the Conference.


One man from the Lutheran State Church said this teaching should be heard 
by thousands of people and there is nothing like it in Germany.


One EBTC student said, “The passion and love for God’s Word that radiates 
from the conference speakers was contagious and overwhelming. It made me 
aware how important it is to know God’s Word in order to exposit it rightly.”


One of our translators, Mike Leister, sent us an e-mail to thank us for the 
“great conference” and encouraged us to “keep on providing in-depth Bible 
teaching. That is what EBTC stands for.”  
Several Pastors asked if they could start attending our Preachers’ Institute.  One church in Cologne wants to start a One-year Bible Institute with our classes in January 2006 for 30-40 young adults.  We have prayed for 15 first year students for the Bible Survey classes and 15 for the 1st year Preachers’ Institute.  Looking at the requests received during the last 3 days regarding the Preachers’ Institute, we’ll have more than we hoped for and many of the men are pastors from larger churches in Germany.

Please continue to lift up the EBTC team before the throne of God, as we need more teachers for this growing ministry.
